Guide to preparing an HTML file for Tranzila designed Iframe 
Introduction

Every customer who purchases Tranzila services including Tranzila Direct has the option of using on its website a payment form hosted by Tranzila servers that meets the security standards of the credit companies. 

The default form is available in two formats:

1. A full page that  the user is directed to complete the purchase and payment process.

2. A small page that can easily be placed within </iframe>…</iframe> to display as part of the business website.

The URL of the page adapted for iframe:  https://direct.tranzila.com/terminalname/iframe.php
There is also a page for managing Direct services:   https://direct.tranzila.com/merchant.

The management page can be used to define things common to both the full page and the iframe-adapted page, such as the URL for success and refraining from displaying certain fields such as the ID number.  It also includes a number of definitions that only affect the full clearing page and not the iframe-adapted page (such as basic definitions of display and certain fields such as full name). The iframe-adapted clearing page can be designed with a number of parameters sent to it by POST or GET (check the Direct guide for more information).

Sometimes the default existing design options are not sufficient for the business.  In this case, if you wanted to use the full clearing sheet, try the iframe-adapted page which gives more design options using parameters.  If these options are also insufficient for your business needs, then Tranzila gives you the option of editing the iframe page to meet your requirements. 

You will need a web developer who specializes in CSS, HTML and Javascript, and is familiar enough with your website to embed the iframe-adapted page correctly. 

The developer must take from a browser the source code of the iframe-adapted page and edit the code in an HTML file according to the requirements explained later.  When the file is ready it should be sent to the email address you received from the support representative, who will forward the file to the development team for checking.  If the file successfully passes the check, your design will be embedded and you will be able to use its options in addition to the existing default options.

Please read the whole of this document (including the introduction) carefully before you start writing the code!
Requirements for a standard file

Note:  all code segments shown below can and should be verified against the latest live code, and do not use "copy/ paste" from this document.  Minor code elements, such as the validity of a default, may change over time:

It is very important to open the above URL by entering the address into the browser and not moving to it through the shopping flow from the business site – this is to prevent transferring parameters that affect creation of the HTML.  Enter one of the following 2 URL addresses: 

https://direct.tranzila.com/terminalname/iframe.php - for left to right alignment, or 

https://direct.tranzila.com/terminalname/iframe.php?

You must decide in advance the language of display (please see sections 8-9 which explain about text direction and using more than one language).

1. It is important to take the source code for the iframe-adapted page and not for the full clearing page!  You can reach the iframe page through this URL:

https://direct.tranzila.com/terminalname/iframe.php.

2. Retain the XHTML document type definition as follows:

<!DOCTYPE html PUBLIC “-//W3C//DTD XHTML 1.0 Transitional//EN” “http://www.w3.org/TR/xhtml1/DTD/xhtml1-transitional.dtd”>

<html xmlns=”http://www.w3.org/1999/xhtml”>

The HTML must be a standard XHTML 1.0 Transitional.

3. It is essential for your unique HTML design to contain the ID of the following elements and everything marked with bold:

4. If you use your own JS script to verify fields, it is not necessary to retain: 

onclick="ichecknrun(required,'cc');”

However, the form must contain an element that submits the form with: 

id=”submitbtn”

If you wish to continue using the Tranzila JS please do not remove or change this link to JS!  For Hebrew display the link to the Tranzila JS is as follows:

For display in English:

For Russian:

For other languages supported in the iframe display (Spanish, French, Japanese, German):

5. An element that has an ID with the value "send" must enclose the element with an id with the value submitbtn.

6. Places in the code considered tokens by the software processing your HTML:

a. When payment parameters are sent to the iframe, the field showing the payments will only be displayed if the code contains an element with an ID equal to "sumli";  the default looks like this:

We recommend leaving this AS IS.

b. ID and CVV fields can be displayed/ hidden in the normal iframe through Merchant.  If you want these changes to also be updated in your design, do not code the fields in HTML, instead put a token [cvvtz] in the place where you want to show the ID and CVV fields if they are defined to be displayed in Merchant.  The default location of these fields is a list item (LI) right above the item with an ID with the value "sumli" (see sub-paragraph a).  For example:

Alternatively, if the ID and CVV fields or either of them should always or never be displayed, the above token is not required, and you just need to update the HTML properly according to the instructions of this document.

c. If you want the option of displaying the Tranzila Paypal button on the designed page, the element with an ID with the value "send" must be kept as LI and the closing tag should be followed by the closing (opening?) tag of UL with no space or new line between them.

7. If you want to link to the designed clearing form special pictures or a CSS file or any other file (such as a jQuery library), you must host these files on your server under a standard SSL to avoid browser warnings about unsecured links.  In other words, any URL through which you link a file to the designed clearing form must start with https and the SSL license must be recognized (not self-signed).  Regarding Javascript, if you wish to develop your own field verification script (instead of the existing Tranzila script), then the code must be put in a <script type="text/javascript> element within the <head> of the HTML and the code must not be linked through an src feature.  If you want to use a JS library, it must be a recognized one (such as jQuery) and linked through an src feature with a recognized public URL.

8. If you want your special design to support both RTL and LTR languages, you must notify this explicitly.  There are 4 ways to implement this:

a. If you need 2 languages, you can send us two HTML files, each with wording in the specific language and a design appropriate for its direction.

b. If you wish to support more languages, then you must restrict the translated text to the Tranzila languages dictionary (see section 9) and send us two HTML files, one with your LTR design and the other with your RTL design (both files are needed if you wish to support languages using both directions).

c. If you wish to support more than 2 languages, including no more than one RTL language not included in our dictionary, and no more than 1 LTR language not included in our dictionary, then follow the instructions in sub-paragraph b and code the text in HTML for each file in a language not included in the Tranzila dictionary (because the display of each language included in the dictionary can be reached through a lang parameter).

d. If you wish to support more than 2 languages and your language list contains more than 1 language in the RTL or LTR group, then you must contact Sales to arrange the setup of an additional terminal for you with the Direct services.

9. Tranzila has a dictionary for Direct services including the following languages:  Hebrew, English, Russian, French, Spanish, Japanese.

Below is a list of IDs by which the dictionary will know to replace the wording in each element with this ID with the wording defined in the appropriate dictionary according to the lang parameter.  (Regarding use of the lang parameter, please see the Direct Services guide.)  For convenience, we are showing how each element can appear in the default of the full clearing page (if it is defined for display), with the dictionary wording in English:

10. Towards the end of the code you will find a definition of a "required" array which in the minimal case will be:

required = ["ccno","expmonth","expyear"];

This array is essential if you are using the Tranzila function that checks the form's fields:

onclick="ichecknrun(required,'cc');”

In your design you can display fields with an ID and names recognized by Tranzila's checking function.  For the function to operate on these fields, it is essential to add the suitable IDs to the array.

Below is a list of possible IDs for the ichecknrun function:

email

contact

fname

lname

company

address

city

country

mycvv

myid

remarks

expmonth

expyear

ccno

phone

fax

The required array must include only the above identifiers.  It is important to note that adding a field's ID to the array makes that field mandatory.  Here too fields not in the above list must not be added.

11. The country identifier is a little different.  It is intended to define a <select> element and the value of its <option> must be two capital English letters, such as US, IL etc.  Example of code:

The full list is very long;  the full code can be found in the HTML of the full clearing page where Merchant is defined to display the selected country.

12. Your designed HTML file must include only CSS, HTML and Javascript code.  Any other programming language will disqualify the file.

13. A dynamic iframe display is based on UL lists (see the iframe source code + section 6 of this document).  Therefore it is highly recommended to stay with the HTML structure and design the lists and list items with CSS instead of changing to a DIV only structure or any other structure.

14. When opening the URL of the adapted page, a hidden field is created with the name benid which must be removed from the code you prepare, for example (all the input must be removed):

15. It is essential for the end of line signs to be in LF format only.

16. It is essential for the file to be saved with UTF-8 coding only.

17. Please be sure to remove the Byte Order Mark (BOM).  Most text editors for developers and development environments support this action.

18. In order to make the process of assimilating the new design, we highly recommend a conservative approach to changing the structure of the HTML code.  For example, where the existing HTML code is changed but no new HTML is added, avoid cosmetic changes such as making one long line into a number of shorter lines.

19. Once you have sent your HTML file for checking and it has been approved by our development team, you can view your design by sending template=custom to the URL of the Iframe in POST or GET;  for example you can go to:
